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Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Are you religious? Does your family regard you as being religious? Are you 

known for going to church and saying your prayers? Do others regard you as a 

holy roller?  

The difficulty with being perceived as religious is that sometimes people think we 

are a different species. Still, the real problem would be if we consider ourselves 

another species or God forbid a superior species to the non-religious! 

 

In a nutshell, I think the real challenge is to be Holy without being holier than 

thou. By holy, I mean a person of integrity, charity, and a person consumed with 

loving others in a Christlike way. It involves a deep awareness of our need for 

Godós mercy and grace. It means a life- long awareness of our own faults, not to 

feel guilty but to see where we need to grow. 

 

To recall a theme from last week, ñitôs never them and us itôs always us.ò We are 

part of humanity, all in need of Godôs redemption. The Pharisees look down on 

their fellow Jews as being inferior. No one was as religious as they were! 

They confused being religious with being Holy; one does not necessarily lead to 

the other! Anytime we are convinced of our superiority, or delude ourselves that 

we have reached the pinnacle of holiness, we may be sure that we have fooled 

ourselves and have become a false god to ourselves. 

 

I want to encourage everyone to read the lives of the Saints. The variety of the 

characters and personalities is extraordinary but what they have in common is a 

profound awareness of the need of Godôs mercy to their dying moment. 

 

Lord Jesus Christ have mercy on me a sinner.
